computer. If I need help, I can ask a librarian.

Play with trains, puzzles, the toy kitchen, and blocks.



Things I can do in the Youth Room

Ask a librarian at the Youth Desk about borrowing one of the Early Literacy Play 

Kits or Boredom Buster Kits to use while visiting the Youth Room.



I can go to the story room for a story time with my friends.



I can go play outside on the Youth Terrace.



I can use the computers.



I can also use assistive technology to help me use an iPad and 
computer at the Accessibility Support Technology Station.



If I need to use the restroom on my visit to the library, I can use 

the family restroom in the Youth Room or the restrooms located 
in the Commons across from the Youth Room.



If I need to get a drink of water, I can use the drinking fountains 
outside of the Story Room or Commons restrooms



If the library is too loud, too bright, or I need help calming down, I 
can borrow a sensory kit at the Youth Desk.



I can use my library card to check out materials 

before I leave the library. There are rules about getting and using a 

library card.  A librarian can provide me with more information about 

getting and using my library card.



I can check out, using the self-check machine in the Youth Room 

by myself or with library staff at the Circulation Desk across from 
the Youth Room.



The next time I visit, I can return my materials in the return next 
to the Welcome Desk or the drive up return outside.
